B.5.  An augur carries the ripe cherries and drops them into a pulping machine, where the seeds are 
carefully separated from the pulp.  

B.6.  The pulper uses a nubby drum designed to remove the pulp without cracking the seeds.  After pulping, 
the seeds are still coated in a pulpy residue called mucilage.

B.4.  The cherries go to a receiving station, then to the wet processing mill.  At the mill, they are measured 
and dumped into a water bath.  The ripe cherries sink to the bottom, where they are separated out.
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
